CEF Requirement: Evidence viability through independent validation such as audited pilot
results, operating metrics, or real performance data through the Model Viability Assessment
process.

3. Fair Franchise Agreements

Ethical franchise contracts must be balanced, transparent, and free from "hidden traps." Agreements
should be written in plain English, clearly setting out the obligations and rights of both franchisor and
franchisee.

CEF Approach: The Reasonableness Review independently assesses clauses covering fees,
renewals, termination, and non-compete restrictions to ensure contracts reflect genuine
partnership.
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4. Ongoing Training and Support

Franchising is not a transaction – it is a partnership. Ethical franchisors recognise that their
responsibility does not end at the signing of a contract. True ethical practice requires ongoing investment
in franchisee training, operational support, and performance development.

5. Open Communication & Feedback

Ethical franchisors understand that brand protection goes far beyond marketing.

CEF Framework: The Network Integrity Framework aligns brand standards, operational
compliance, and ethical governance with transparent auditing and fair enforcement.

The UK's franchise landscape is experiencing mounting pressure to formalise and enforce
ethical behaviour.

Parliamentary Debate on Franchise
Regulation (July 2025)

In a clear sign of rising concern, the UK Parliament recently debated whether franchising needs direct
regulation. Several MPs, led by Sir John Hayes, argued that legislation may be necessary to curb unethical
practices.

Key Issues Highlighted

Power Imbalance & "Corporate Bullying"

Franchisees – often individual entrepreneurs – can be vulnerable if franchisors abuse their superior
power. MPs cited instances of unfair contract terms, sudden termination threats, and heavy-handed rule
changes.

"Franchisees face 'corporate bullying' from mega-companies and do not have any
form of umbrella regulatory comfort." – Richard Tice MP

Ineffective Self-Oversight

Parliamentarians questioned whether industry bodies have enough teeth. Trade associations were
described by some MPs as "toothless and ineffective" in policing unethical franchisors.

The Vodafone case was specifically cited: the company allegedly resigned from the BFA to avoid
oversight, then proceeded to mistreat franchisees, triggering lawsuits and outcry.

Economic and Social Stakes

MPs noted that when a franchisee fails due to an unethical franchisor, jobs and local economies suffer.
Given that franchisees often invest personal savings or loans into the venture, there is a social
responsibility to ensure they have a fair shot at success.

Proposed Legislative Reforms

Those in favour of regulation floated concrete ideas:

Stronger mandatory contract terms to protect franchisees

Mandatory dispute resolution mechanisms

Oversight of franchise mergers/acquisitions when public interest is at stake
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Government's Position
In response, the Government (through Business Minister Gareth Thomas) took a cautious stance – essentially
defending the status quo of self-regulation, for now.

Key Points in Government's Reply:

Existing Laws Cover Franchisees: Even without a franchise act, UK franchisees have protection under
general law, including the Misrepresentation Act 1967 and the Unfair Contract Terms Act 1977.

Support for Informed Decisions: The Government encourages franchise buyers to seek independent
legal advice before signing agreements.

Monitoring Current Cases: Officials are closely following High Court litigation involving major
franchisors, particularly the Vodafone case.

Pro-Business Agenda: Officials signaled reluctance to add regulation unless clearly needed, noting that
franchising has thrived under self-regulation historically.

Critical Insight: While no immediate legal changes were enacted, the debate itself is a warning to
franchisors. It revealed rare cross-party agreement that franchisees can be vulnerable and that ethical
standards must be upheld.

Recent Court Cases Enforcing Fairness

Dwyer (UK Franchising) Ltd v Fredbar Ltd (2022)

The Court of Appeal struck down a franchisor's standard 12-month post-termination non-compete clause
as unreasonably wide and therefore unenforceable.

Key Takeaway: Courts will step in to strike down blatantly unfair provisions. Franchisors must be
prepared to justify that any restraint is no broader than necessary to protect legitimate interests.

Misrepresentation Claims on the Rise

In the current economic climate, if franchisees struggle and feel they were sold an unrealistic dream, they are
increasingly willing to pursue legal action. Under the Misrepresentation Act, franchisees can seek to rescind
contracts if franchisors made false statements or grossly misleading earnings projections.

"Over-optimistic franchise sales pitches today are potential lawsuits tomorrow. Ethical
franchisors avoid this trap by sticking to factual, documented performance data."
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Risks to Franchisors Who Neglect
Ethical Practices

Choosing to sideline ethics is a perilous strategy for any franchisor. In the short term,
cutting corners might seem to save cost or effort – but over the medium and long term, the
operational and governance risks can be profound.

Key Risks Identified

1. Legal Liability and Enforcement Actions

Unethical practices often breach laws or invite lawsuits. Misrepresenting franchise opportunities can
lead to legal action under the Misrepresentation Act. Onerous contract terms may be struck down in
court if deemed unreasonable.

Impact: Court injunctions, damages, binding undertakings, and legal fees that constrain operations.

2. Reputational Damage and Brand Erosion

Franchisors trade heavily on brand reputation. Ethical lapses anywhere in your network can erode public
trust in the brand as a whole. In the age of social media, negative incidents spread rapidly.

3. Franchisee Underperformance and Failures

Neglecting ethics often means neglecting the success of your franchisees. When support weakens,
consistency breaks down, and unit-level profitability declines.

Consequences: Higher franchisee failure rates, increased turnover, declining royalties, and expensive
territory disruptions.

4. Loss of Franchisee Trust and Increased Conflict

Ethical breaches quickly destroy trust – the bedrock of a healthy network. Disengaged franchisees may
become adversarial, leading to non-compliance, open criticism, or collective legal action.

McDonald's UK Case Study

700+ workers alleged harassment, leading to EHRC intervention and a binding agreement in February
2023. The reputational damage affected recruitment, regulatory scrutiny, and investor confidence.
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5. Regulatory and Compliance Failures

Franchisors who don't prioritise ethics may fall behind on wider compliance duties with serious
consequences in areas like:

Data privacy (GDPR)

Anti-bribery laws

Environmental regulations

UK Modern Slavery Act

Risk: The MSA's enforcement mechanism relies on public shame – failure to report can lead to
injunctions, unlimited fines, and severe reputational backlash.

6. Investor and Lender Reluctance

Unethical practices heighten perceived risk, driving away capital. Banks and investors perform due
diligence on governance and reputation, not just finances.

Financial Impact: Brands with ethical concerns may fall off bank "whitelists," making it
harder for franchisees to secure financing. This directly hurts growth and expansion
opportunities.

The Bottom Line

Ignoring ethical responsibilities is a strategic risk no serious franchisor can afford. The fallout might not
be immediate, but it is inevitable: whether through legal judgments, franchisee failures, or a tarnished
brand, unethical practices will cost far more in the long run than they save in the short run.
